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1. Total recommended length of the manuscript is 4 to 6 standard pages.
2. Use single spacing, font Times New Roman Pt. 12.
3. The title of the text should be centered and in bold.
4. After one free line insert the names of authors, followed by their affiliations.
5.  After another free line insert the abstract. Use margins ca. 3 cm wide.
6. The text should begin after another empty line. Insert “acknowledgements”(in bold) and then the text of acknowledgements.
7. Insert one empty line and the word “References”(centered in bold). The list of references should be written as follows: „R. Smith, Electrochem. Solid-State Lett., 10, A1 (2007)”. Reference in text should be numbered in parenthesis ().
8. Figures of proper dimensions should be inserted directly on suitable place and a caption with sufficient description should be added. Mind their readability!
9. Use decimal point, not comma!
10. Use units of international standard, IF POSSIBLE! Symbols of physical quantities use according to the practice in your field.
11. Names of chapters put in bold and centered, separated above and below by one empty line. Names of sub-chapters put in not-bold, from left margin and underlined.
12. Formulas should be numbered in brackets [ ] at right margin. Use formula editor and symbol * for multiplication, otherwise print their symbols without a blank.
